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Vojna v proménach ¢asu typologie Ufednich pramen (1868-2004)

Povinna sluzba v armadé prfedstavovala od konce 18. stoleti v evropském prostoru jeden z dilezitych mechanismu
fungovani modernich narodnostnich statd, jehoz prostiednictvim chtéla vlddnouci moc disciplinovat, indoktrinovat,
socializovat, ale prfedevsim v pfipadé ohrozeni statni suverenity mobilizovat své obCany k obrané teritoria a stavajiciho

spolecenského radu. Také v habsburské monarchii byla za timto Uc¢elem - po tficetileté valce (1618-1648) — ustanovena

stala armada, coz na jedné strané posililo obranyschopnost a bojeschopnost monarchie, ale na druhé strané
znamenalo kontinualni potfebu dopliiovani pocetnich stavi vojsk (zvlasté naléhavé v dobach valecnych) a povinnost
dlouhé vojenské sluzby.

V roce 1868 pak byl v Rakousku-Uhersku zaveden systém vSeobecné branné povinnosti. Jeho dalSi vyvoj odrazi nejen
potfeby obrany, ale také promény politického a kulturniho kontextu, v némz muzi do armady vstupovali a slouZili.

Ve svych pocatcich byla vojenska sluzba vnimana zejména jako nastroj statni discipliny a mobilizace mas; v kontextu
monarchie predstavovala také mocny nastroj pro sjednocovani mnohonarodnostniho obyvatelstva. V praxi vSak tuto
ideu mnohdy nahrazovala nucena sluzba v jednotkach, kde prevladala némcina a narodni aspirace byly potlacovany.
Prvni svétova valka odhalila limity stavajiciho systému; nedostatek vycvicenych zaloh a vysokeé ztraty jesté podtrhly
nutnost reformy. K té vSak v disledku rozpadu monarchie jiz nedoslo, respektive po rozpadu monarchie dostala novou
podobu podle preferenci jednotlivych nastupnickych stat.

Vznik Ceskoslovenska v roce 1918 piinesl novou koncepci branné povinnosti. Tehdejsi armada se stala symbolem
statni suverenity, prestoze denni realita sluzby z(stavala podobnd jako za Rakouska-Uherska. Idea narodniho vojska
vSak ovlivnila mnoho muzd, ktefi pozdéji, v pribéhu druhé svétové valky, dobrovolné vstoupili do odboje.

K prvorepublikovym principlm se hlasila i armada budovana po skoncéeni valky v roce 1945; jeji existence vSak byla
velmi kratka. Po Unoru 1948 byla vojenska sluzba plné podfizena ideologickym poZadavkim vladnouci komunistické
strany, armada se stala nastrojem kontroly i vychovy v lidové-demokratickém a pozdéji statné-socialistickém
Ceskoslovensku. Po roce 1989 dochézelo k postupnému zkracovani vojenské sluzby a jeji profesionalizaci, ktera
vyvrcholila definitivnim zruSenim povinné vojny v roce 2004.

Podobné se vyvijela také pfislusna armadni evidence. Po vzniku samostatného Ceskoslovenska v roce 1918 se prvni
tiskopisy kmenovych listl pfilis nelisily od formulail pouzivanych v dobé Rakouska-Uherska. Vyznamnou zménu

pfinesl branny zakon v roce 1920 a navazujici vynosy pfislusného ministerstva, které mimo jiné kodifikovaly vzor nového

dokladu o vojenskych osobach, jenz dostal ufedni nazev kmenovy list. Nebyl jiz pouhou kopii ¢i mirné upravenou verzi
rakousko-uherského vzoru, ale dokumentem novym, u néhoz vyznamné narostl rozsah sledovanych informaci
o brancich ¢i zaloznicich. Zhruba od roku 1925 se podoba kmenového listu ustélila a tento dokument ztstal zakladnim

evidenénim dokladem vojenskych osob i v prvnich letech po skonc¢eni druhé svétové valky (podrobnéji k tomuto
dokumentu viz s. 37). Nasledné tento kmenovy list proSel uréitymi zménami; nejvyrazné;jsi bylo nové uvadéni informaci
o vaze a Sitce hrudniku, které mély pfispét k lepSimu posouzeni télesné zdatnosti a také zavedeni rubriky narodnost

(v souvislosti s vysidlenim némeckého obyvatelstva a obdobnymi zasahy ¢s. statu se toto kritérium stalo dalezité pro
posouzeni spolehlivosti brance). Mnohem vyraznéji se vSak politicka hlediska promitala do podoby evidenc¢nich
dokument( az po roce 1948." Kmenové listy byly v roce 1951 zruSeny a nahrazeny formulafem evidencéni list (podrobnéji
k dokumentu viz s. 45), ktery se stal zakladnim dokumentem vojenské evidence (druhym nejvyznamnéjsSim
dokumentem pak vojenska knizka). Podoba evidenc¢niho listu se do roku 1989 témeér neménila, ovlivnily ji az zmény
politickych pomér(. To, jak se odrazily v proméné tohoto klicového dokumentu, ukazuji zavérecné kapitoly katalogu
(vizs. 53, 61)

Jsou to pravé oficialni dokumenty, které nam mohou zprostfedkovat nejriazné;jsi aspekty vykonu povinné vojny napfic
staletimi, jak ilustruje i tento katalog. Prameny oficialni povahy odrazeji dlouhodobou kontinuitu armady jako ,,totalni
instituce®, jejiz fungovani se vyrazné promitalo nejen do Zivota vojakd, ale také SirSi spolec¢nosti. Mezi kliCové prameny
patfi vojenskeé fady, denni rozkazy, kroniky, kmenové listy a vojenské knizky, které zachycuji detailni informace

o vojacich, o vycviku, sluzbé a Zivotnich podminkach vojaku v jednotlivych historickych obdobich. Vyznamny zdroj
informaci predstavuji také kroniky vojenskych Utvart, dokumentace mimoradnych udalosti, zdznamy z vojenskych
soudt ¢i materialy vojenské prokuratury. Pisemné prameny tak ve svém celku umoznuji rekonstruovat nejen
kazdodenni Zivot vojaku, ale i SirSi politické a kulturni kontexty vojenské sluzby.

Archivni prameny jsou dnes uchovavany predevsim ve Vojenském ustfednim archivu — Vojenském historickém archivu
v Praze, déle ve Spravnim archivu Armady Ceské republiky v Olomouci. Dokumenty z obdobi Rakouska-Uherska jsou k
dispozici ve Vidni.

Dochovani dokument( ovlivnily historické udalosti, zejména okupace? a okolnosti druhé svétové valky ¢i rozdéleni
Ceskoslovenska v roce 1993, ale také rozhodnuti o skartacich. Kdy? bylo v roce 1951 zru§eno vedeni kmenovych list
(nahrazeny eviden¢nim listem), dochované materialy byly pfevedeny do Vojenského spisového ufadu v Hradci Kralové
(pozdéji pfejmenovan na Archiv vojenské evidence osob). V roce 1967 se vramci spolec¢ného ¢s. statu tento archiv
prestéhoval do Trnavy.

Military Service in the Changing Times and Typology of Official Documents (1868-2004)

Since the end of the 18" century, compulsory military service has been one of the essential mechanisms of modern
nation-states in Europe, through which the ruling power sought to discipline, indoctrinate, socialize, and, in the event
of a threat to state sovereignty, to mobilize its citizens to defend the territory and the existing social order. In the
Habsburg Monarchy, a standing army was also established for this purpose — after the Thirty Years’ War (1618-1648).
On the one hand, this decision strengthened the monarchy’s defence and combat capabilities; on the other hand, it
brought a continuous need to replenish the number of troops (especially urgent in times of war) and the obligation of
long military service.

In 1868, a system of universal conscription was introduced in the Austria-Hungarian Empire. Its further development
reflects not only the need for defence but also the changes in the political and cultural context in which men entered
and served in the army. While in the second half of the 19" century, military service was perceived primarily as an
instrument of state discipline and mass mobilization, in the 20™ century, it also acquired a more profound meaning as
a means of forming national identity. In its early days, military service was primarily seen as an instrument of state
discipline and mass mobilization; in the context of the monarchy, it also represented a powerful tool for unifying

a multinational population. In practice, however, this idea was often replaced by forced service in units where German
was predominant and national aspirations were suppressed. The First World War revealed the limits of the existing
system; the lack of trained reserves and high losses further underlined the need for reform. However, this did not
happen because of the collapse of the monarchy, or rather, after the collapse, this reform took on a new form according
to the individual successor states’ preferences.

The creation of Czechoslovakia in 1918 brought a new concept of conscription. The army became a symbol of state
sovereignty, although the daily reality of service remained similar to that of the Austro-Hungarian Empire. Nevertheless,
the idea of a national army influenced many men to join voluntarily the resistance movement during World War Il. The
army built after the end of the war in 1945 also adhered to the principles of the First Republic (more detail on this
document, see p. 38); however, its existence was very short. After February 1948, military service was entirely
subordinated to the ideological demands of the ruling communist party, and the army became an instrument of control
and education in the people’s democratic and later state socialist Czechoslovakia. After 1989, military service was
gradually shortened and professionalized, culminating in the definitive abolition of compulsory military service in 2004.

The relevant records were developed similarly. After establishing an independent Czechoslovakia in 1918, the first
forms of military records did not differ much from those used during the Austro-Hungarian Empire. A significant change
was brought about by the Military Act in 1920 and the subsequent ministerial decrees, which, among other things,

codified the model of a new document on military personnel, which was officially called the Individual Military Service
Record. It was no longer a mere copy or slightly modified version of the Austro-Hungarian model but a new document
where the scope of monitored information on conscripts or reservists significantly increased. From around 1925, the
form of individual military service record stabilized, and the sheet remained the basic registration document for military
personnel even in the first years after the end of World War Il. Subsequently, this sheet underwent some changes, the
most significant of which was the introduction of information on weight and chest width, which were to contribute to a
better assessment of the physical fitness of conscripts, as well as the introduction of the nationality section (in
connection with the displacement of the German population and similar interventions by the Czechoslovak state after
the end of the war, this criterion became important for assessing the reliability of a conscript). Political considerations
were reflected much more significantly in registration documents only after 1948." Individual military service records
were abolished in 1951 and replaced by the Registration Sheet (more detail on this document see p. 46), which became
the basic military registration document (the second most important document was the military book). The form of this
registration sheet remained almost unchanged until 1989, the change in political conditions. The final chapters of the
catalogue show how the post-1989 society’s development was reflected in the transformation of this key document
(see pp. 54, 62).

The official documents on compulsory military service reflect the long-term continuity of the army as a “total
institution”. Key sources include military regulations, daily orders, chronicles, basic service sheets, registration sheets,
and military books, which contain detailed information on soldiers, their training, service, and living conditions during
the times. Chronicles of military units, documentation of extraordinary events, records of military courts, and materials
from the Military Prosecutor’s Office are also essential sources of information. In their complexity, written sources
make it possible to reconstruct not only the everyday life of soldiers but also the broader political and cultural context
of military service.

Today, the archival sources are mainly kept in the Central Military Archive — Military Historical Archive in Prague and in
the Administrative Archive of the Army of the Czech Republic in Olomouc. Documents from the Austro-Hungarian
period are kept in Vienna. Specific materials, such as the directives of the Border Guard, are available in the Security
Services Archive.

The preservation of documents was influenced by historical events, especially the occupation,? circumstances of
World War Il, and the division of Czechoslovakia in 1993, as well as by decisions on shredding. When the use of
individual military service records was abolished in 1951 (replaced by the registration sheet), the preserved materials
were transferred to the Military Records Office in Hradec Kralové / Vojensky spisovy urad (later renamed the Military
Records Archive / Archiv vojenské evidence osob). In 1967, as part of the common Czechoslovak state, this archive
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moved to Trnava in Slovakia. In the 1980s, the files of several years of soldiers who were subject to compulsory military
service in interwar Czechoslovakia were moved from Trnava to Prague to Military Historical Archive / Vojensky historicky
archiv, similarly as the files of conscripts born before 1910 (however, these documents were affected by the extensive
shredding of the years 1903-1910). The personal files of military personnel belonging to former Czechoslovakia, born
from 1911 onwards, remained in Slovakia: in the Military Historical Archive / Vojensky historicky archiv in Bratislava
(from 1911 to 1920); and in the Military Archive — Central Registry in Trnava / Vojensky archiv — centralni registratura
Trnava (from 1921 onwards); in both cases, the documents have largely been preserved.?

This catalogue provides a more detailed insight into the nature and development of official documents, the
chronological arrangement of which reflects significant historical milestones: the first section captures the form of
military service until 1868, until the establishment of universal conscription; this is followed by a section devoted to the
functioning of the army until the outbreak of World War [; in a separate chapter, there are depicted the period of the
First Republic and the short post-war time of building the army; then insight is offered into the performance of basic
military service in the era of the Communist Party government (1948-1989); the penultimate chapter traces the
changes in the service from 1989 to the collapse of Czechoslovakia, and the entire exposition concludes with the topic
of the performance of military service in the years 1993 to 2004 when the Czech army was professionalized. These
chapters are supplemented with sample documents, either in the form of separate sub-descriptions or as illustrative

photographs, to which a commentary on the significance and use of individual types of documents is attached at the
end of the catalogue.

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Compulsory Conscriptions or “Blood Tax” (Military Service Until 1868)
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The army of the Habsburg Monarchy, established
after the Thirty Years’ War, was staffed in
peacetime by recruits. In wartime, however, this
method was insufficient, and the individual
countries of the empire had to supply the army
with quotas of conscripts.*

The failure of the Seven Years’ War created the
need for a stronger army, but its growth was
hampered by an inefficient recruitment system.
In 1771, the Habsburg army, following the
Prussian model, established permanent
regimental recruitment districts and ten years
later introduced a new conscription system
based on the army’s census of the population.
The numerous exemptions and the possibility of
paying off or sending a substitute man meant
that this obligation fell mainly on the shoulders of
the uneducated and the poor.®

The Napoleonic Wars at the beginning of

the 19" century marked the need for an even wider use of human potential for military purposes. Two organizational

innovations — the creation of the Reserves (1806-1827) and the Landwehr (1808-1852) -

ensured that all men capable

of military service received basic military training and could be called up for military service until the age of 40 or 45.
While the selection of conscripts had previously been made by high-ranking officials or village chiefs, from 1827 the
selection was made by lottery. The original lifelong military service was reduced to 10 years for infantry in 1802 and was
consolidated to 14 years for all army branches between 1811 and 1845. It was then reduced to eight years of active
service and two years in the reserve, which lasted until the introduction of universal conscription in 1868.°

From Muster Registers to Individual Basic Service Sheets (from the 18" century to 1868)

In the era of mercenary armies, when the formation of a regiment
was a business contract, the name list served primarily as an
accounting document.” It contained only name, surname, place of
origin, a note on the own armament and the amount paid out.
Fulfillment of the obligation was confirmed by a ceremony called
muster, during which a commissioner inspected the mustered unit
and verified the accuracy of the information on the muster registers.

After the introduction of the standing army, the state power required
regular mustering twice a year. As the amount of data monitored for
each soldier increased, these official documents came to be known
as muster lists (Musterliste). From 1768, they were submitted once
ayear as a sheet.?

The sophisticated system provided the military administration with
detailed and clear information, but at the cost of an excessive
administrative burden. This burden was born not only by those who
submitted the data, but also by the control authorities. And the
administrative bureaucratic burden increased during the war
expeditions.

In early November 1820, the military administration underwent a
major change. The muster rolls were replaced by so called basic
book (Grundbuch). From now on, the military units recorded the
personnel and service changes of each of their members on
individual pre-printed basic service sheets with a fixed structure, in
ten-year periods.® The new system resulted in less paperwork and
fewer errors, and it remained in place for the next 130 years.

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All Men to the Draft Board! (1868-1914)
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The defeat of the Austrian Empire in the war with Prussia in 1866
led to a fundamental reform of the military establishment. The
Austrian conscription system, which deliberately spared the
educated and wealthy, proved unable to compete with mass
armies that drew on the solidarity of the entire society, in which
everyone participated in the state’s military preparedness
efforts.°

At the end of 1868, a fundamental law was passed introducing
universal conscription.™ It required all male citizens to perform
military service in person. Every man, regardless of wealth, birth
or social status, had to appear before the draft board in the year
of his 20" (later 21°) birthday. If he was not conscripted, he was
subject to review in the following two years.

The number of recruits to be drafted into the army each year,
known as the conscription quota, was set by law. A commission
lottery determined which branch of the army a conscript would
join. When the contingent was full, the remaining men were
assigned to the replacement reserve. Here they received no
military training at first, and then only eight or ten weeks of
training, after which they returned home.'?

Military service lasted a total of 12 years, of which 3 years were
spentin the common army, 2 years in the territorial army
(Landwehr), and 4 years in the navy; the remaining time was

spentin the reserve with the obligation to participate in military exercises. Men with sufficient education could apply for
a one-year military training and, after passing an examination, receive the rank of reserve officer. An amendment to the
Conscription Actin 1912 reduced the active service period for infantry to two years, but this measure was not put into
practice because of the war.™

Changes in Personal Records after the Introduction of Universal Conscription (1868-1914)

The far-reaching changes in the Habsburg military
establishment resulting from the adoption of the new
conscription law in 1868 also affected the form of military
records. As a result of the reduction in the duration of
military service and the establishment of annual
conscription quotas, the frequency and quantity

of individual basic service sheets increased significantly. It
was obvious that the administrative procedure in place
since the time of muster rolls could not cope with such a
burden. As early as 1869, the military administration
reacted by reforming its economic and administrative
system. Instead of keeping one copy of the basic service
book in the regimental accountant’s office and a second
control copy in the Aulic War Accountants’ Office, the new
approach was to decentralize this agenda. From now on,
the basic service books were kept by companies and
controlled at the regimental level by newly created
administrative commissions.’ This practice was later
reflected in the names of the forms — Unterabteilungs-
Grundbuchblatt and Haupt-Grundbuchblatt.

As the nature of combat changed and innovations in
armament and army organization occurred, the pressure to
diversify roles within the army grew. In order to capture and
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utilize the conscript potential of the male population as effectively as possible, the military administration expanded

the range of characteristics monitored in its records.

The development of military records in the Monarchy during the long 19" century shows a trend towards ever greater
individualization of records: from the complete absence of any assessment of individual qualities in muster rolls, via
one-word characteristics, to the brief assessments of the last decades of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, which required
officers to make at least a rudimentary effort to penetrate the personality of a subordinate soldier.™

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Peacetime Compulsory Service Between the Two Wars (1918-1939)
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The war experience of 1914-1918 undoubtedly influenced
society’s perception of military service. The newly established
Czechoslovak conscription authorities faced public and
political pressure to limit the scope of conscription as much
as possible, especially in terms of the length of active service.
While proponents of expanded conscription could argue that
they were responsible for the defense of an independent and
democratic state, they were opposed not only by an anti-
militarist population, but also by institutions responsible for
public finances and by national minorities.®

The Conscription Act of 1920 set the length of military service
at 14 months, with the provision that the institution of so-
called longer active service for conscripts would be
introduced by 1925 (ten months for recruits in 1921-1922 and
four months for men drafted in 1923-1925). However, due to
pressure from the military administration, 14-month service
was not introduced after 1925." The required number of
conscripts was about 70,000 men and increased by several
thousand in the second half of the 1930s."® The last
conscripts were drafted on March 1, 1939, two weeks before
the German occupation.

After the restoration of independent Czechoslovakia,
conscription began almost immediately. Conscripts who
could not be trained during the war years entered the 5-month
training. Otherwise, two years of full-time service was
maintained.

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Serving in the Czechoslovak (People’s) Army (1948-1989)

For a long time, basic military service generally lasted two
years. From the early 1950s, most university students
underwent military training during their studies, followed by
one year of service. Graduates were expected to fill junior
positions in the officer corps. All citizens between the ages of
17 and 60 were subject to conscription, men from the age of 18
were required to be drafted.?®

The tension between limited economic and population
resources and the high demands of the army and the Warsaw
Pact command forced compromises. Some of the conscripts
were allowed to perform 5 months of alternative service and
the rest of the 19 months to work in key sectors of the national
economy. Nevertheless, up to 85% of conscripts were drafted,
including those with impaired physical or mental health,
addictions, or criminal records.?* The chance of avoiding
military service was virtually impossible. This led to risky
attempts to obtain the so-called blue book (exemption from
service), even at the cost of endangering one’s health or risking
criminal prosecution.?

The long period was also characterized by the “sovietization”
of military service. And typical was the increased emphasis on
political reliability and the careful selection of recruits. The
political leadership also expected that basic military service
would provide the opportunity for intensive political activity.
The competitive system was also utilitarian in nature and

adapted to the desire for positive political indoctrination. However, the reality of military service corresponded to the
state of society, conscripts usually did not become more politically mature, the desire to survive the service as easily as

possible prevailed.

With the end of the Cold War and the collapse of the Eastern
Bloc, the issue of conscription took on a whole new
dimension. The call for change was heeded primarily in the
reduction of the length of compulsory military service to 18
months for conscripts enlisting after April 1990.%¢ As an
alternative, the possibility of civilian service was introduced
in March 1990, open to young men who, for religious reasons
or reasons of conscience and conviction, refused to serve
with arms in their hands?’ (the duration of this obligation was
1,5 times the actual duration of basic military service).?

In retrospect, these were only intermediate steps, since at the

beginning of the 1990s conscription issues were not among
the priorities of most of the new political elites, nor of the
majority of society. In addition to shortening the period of
compulsory military service, the practice of actual service
was democratized, ending the long-standing privileges of
certain groups of the population (e.g. university graduates).
And the number of cases of the long-standing practice of
serving at the “other end” of the republic decreased.

Conscription continued to be routine in the changed social
atmosphere, but as citizens became more self-confident
about the state and as new opportunities (e.g., civilian

service) became available, enlistment and service in the army

was no longer perceived by many men as a fatal step in their
life course. In terms of military administration, the pre-1989

Evidencni list, skladové ¢islo 86/E ve formé jednoho
oboustranného listu A4 zlstal v uzivani do roku 1999.
Vojenské evidenci tato forma zjevné postacovala, protoze se
béhem nasledujicich let aktualizoval jen v malé mife.

Na starsich typech evidencnich list( z(stavaly od roku 1990
nevyplnéné &i fixou presSkrtnuté udaje, které se vztahovaly

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The registration sheet (evidenéni list) number 86/E, in the
form of a simple double-sided A4 sheet, remained in use
until 1999. Apparently, this form was sufficient for the
military records, as it was only marginally updated in the
following years. On the older types of record sheets, blank
or crossed-out data remained from 1990 onwards, which
related to the assessment of the “class” origin of
conscripts and soldiers before 1989, the politicization of
their careers, and the perception of their reliability and
loyalty to the regime.

Itis also evident from the surviving registration sheets that,
for pragmatic reasons, representatives of the military
administration wrote out selected sections in ordinary
pencil only, on the assumption that the data would change
over time and would therefore need to be updated.
Typically, this included information on marital status and
the number of children, the closest relatives, education
and academic degrees, employment, and permanent or
temporary residence.

The content of the registration lists before 1989 was very
similar. In fact, the course of service of the vast majority of
soldiers did not differ much.?® Since 1990, however, there
has been a clear decrease in the pressure to fill up the
numbers and the growing influence of the humanization of
military service. The documentation thus shows an
increase in the number of deferments for study reasons,
transfers to civilian service, and temporary and permanent

medical disabilities. During the period of reduced military service, soldiers had much greater opportunities for holidays
and visits home. These changes placed greater demands on the military administration.

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Military Service and Conscription in the Transformed Army of the Czech Republic (1993-2004)

With the final transition to the “post-Cold War” era,
Czechoslovakia ceased to exist, and the independent Czech
Republic was established, and with it the Czech Army. As part
of the ongoing democratic transformation, personnel changes
and redistribution of the armed forces took place. All these
processes were reflected in the everyday reality of
conscription. The majority of political representatives were
focused on solving pressing economic, social, and foreign
policy issues, so they did not consider conscription a priority.
Society itself did not know what place an army based on
conscription should have in the new democratic conditions.*°

While conscription remained an established ritual in the lives
of most teenage males, the number of recruits declined
steadily over the decade. Similarly, the number of conscripts
entering the service declined. In 1993, for example, 52,839
conscripts were called up for service, and in 2003, only
10,607.%

In line with the Czech Republic’s entry into Euro-Atlantic
structures (in particular, NATO in March 1999) and the plan to
professionalize the army, the idea of creating a “pocket army”
suitable for foreign missions and specialized combat gradually
gained ground.* It was the imaginary death knell for the
concept of conscription and the institution of compulsory
military service, which had existed for more than a century.
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Indeed, at the turn of the millennium, few would have imagined that massive warfare and regular interstate conflict
would not only occur in Central Europe but would even come close to making the idea of forming a “nation in arms”

The basic service sheet of Mathias Kwieton from MladoSovice, South Bohemia,
represents a newer type of pre-printed form from the late 1840s and early 1850s. It
was supplemented by the description intended to ensure the unambiguous
identification of the soldier. It contained a verbal description of the figure, hair, eyes,
eyebrows, nose, mouth, chin, face and special marks. The remaining sections
indicated what languages he spoke, whether he had been vaccinated and how tall he
was.

As a result of the significant reduction in military
service after the introduction of universal conscription in 1868, these details
disappeared from the records.

The last three decades of muster rolls were characterized by a high degree of
standardization. Beginning in the late 1860s, in addition to the previously recorded
personal data, sections were added indicating the order number within the military
unit and occupation. The following items dealt with the soldier’s family situation.
Height, which had long served as the sole indicator of fitness, was also added to the
entry. The remaining sections were devoted to military career.

After the new regulations of 1887 and further changes in the early
1890s, the order and descriptions of these fields remained virtually unchanged until
the end of the Austro-Hungarian Empire. The specimen shown is an example of a
custom-made form.

Beginning in 1887, the last page of the individual basic service sheet was devoted to a
personal report. It described the soldier’s characteristics, level of training, education,
language skills, as well as special skills and general conduct on duty. For a soldier
serving in distant Mostar, they wrote the laconic: “succumbed to drink” and
“unreliable” in service.

The military personnel documentation called Personal record (Zaznam o sluzbé) was
introduced in 1925. It consisted of two parts. The first one was basically a reduction
of the individual military service record in the form of a subdivision (former Austrian
Unterabteilungs-Grundbuchblatt). In the picture we can see Part [l - On service,
which showed the actual course of compulsory military service, or information such
as enlistment, promotion, transfer, etc.

After the World War I, both parts of the First Republic’s personal record for
subdivisions were abolished and merged into the Service Record. This document for
the first time introduced a section on nationality, which was due to the atmosphere of
the time, when nationality became an essential criterion for assessing the reliability
of a conscript (until 1948 conscription was valid only for men of Slavic nationality).

An individual military service record, the model of which was defined by the 1924
Regulation B-I1X-1, effective from July 1, 1925. It differed from other Czechoslovak
forms of this type only in details.

From 1925, the other pages of the Personal Record were intended only for the data on
the course of military service — enlistment, promotion, transfer, discharge, and
transfer to the reserve.

Since the 1950s, the most typical document for the personal records of soldiers in
basic service has been the registration sheet. The document became secret as soon
as it was filled out. It was stored by the military administration at the place of the
recruit’s place of residence.

The depolitization and democratization of the army was also strongly reflected in the
structure and content of the evaluations that superiors wrote about their soldiers.
More space was given to assessments of soldiers’ personal characteristics and their
behaviour within military collectives.

The most significant novelty for the conscription agenda, as well as for the basic
military service after 1989 were the applications of conscripts and soldiers for civilian
service. A considerable proportion of these applications were highly improvised and
surprisingly brief in their content, such as the example from the spring of 1991.

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Resumé

The catalogue accompanying the exhibition of the same name - Lost Youth in Army Records — captures various forms of
military service in the Czech lands by reflecting on the changes in official military documents. It presents the issue over
a long-time horizon, from mid-1868, when universal conscription was introduced in the Austro-Hungarian Monarchy, to
2004, when compulsory military service was abolished in the Czech Republic and the army became entirely
professional. Individual official documents, supplemented by photographs of the time, offer a fascinating insight into
military service, which since the end of the 18" century has represented one of the important mechanisms for the
functioning of modern states, through which the ruling power wanted to discipline, indoctrinate, socialize, but above
all, in the event of a threat to state sovereignty, mobilize its citizens to defend the territory and the existing social order.

For a better understanding of the context, the introduction offers an insight into the course of military service before
1868, from roughly the middle of the 17" century. The following section is devoted to the functioning of the army
between the introduction of universal conscription (1868) and the outbreak of the First World War (1914), including
capturing the transformation of personal records, especially the expansion of the range of monitored characteristics
and the increasing individualization of records. In the period after the First World War and the interwar era (1918-1939),
the Czechoslovak armed forces adopted some administrative procedures already proven from the times of Austria-
Hungary, including the so-called individual military service record (kmenovy list), which was also used in the years
1945-1948 and even after 1948, when military service was entirely subordinated to the ideological requirements of the
ruling communist party.

In 1951, the individual military service record as the basic document of personnel records was replaced by a form
called the registration sheet (evidencni list). It contained a lot of data needed for enlisting a conscript into the armed
forces and a lot of information documenting the course of his basic service. The period of communist rule was
characterized by an emphasis on extensive collection of data on the profession and soldier’s family. During almost forty
years, this registration document did not change significantly. In addition to the registration sheet, the second most
important document became the military book (vojenska knizka), which soldiers used both as an equivalent of an
identity card and for records of the course of military service.

After 1989, military service was gradually shortened and professionalized. From the military administration’s point of
view, the pre-1989 practice essentially continued (naturally, at the beginning of 1990, the content of forms and other
documents used for military registration was depoliticized). The basic document registration sheet (evidenéni list)
remained the main form until 2004; it gradually changed, especially in response to the liberalization of the originally
strict regime of compulsory military service, as experienced by hundreds of thousands of men before 1989.

Der Begleitkatalog zur gleichnamigen Ausstellung Verlorene Jugend in militdarischer Evidenz dokumentiert verschiedene
Erscheinungsformen des Militardienstes in den béhmischen Landern durch die Reflexion des Wandels militarischer
Verwaltungsdokumente. Die Thematik wird in einem langen historischen Horizont dargestellt — beginnend mit der
EinfuUhrung der allgemeinen Wehrpflicht in der Habsburgermonarchie im Jahr 1868 bis zur Abschaffung des
Pflichtwehrdienstes und der vollstandigen Professionalisierung der Streitkrafte in der Tschechischen Republik im Jahr
2004. Die offiziellen Schriftstlicke, erganzt durch zeitgendssisches Fotomaterial, bieten einen interessanten Einblick in
den Militardienst, der seit dem spaten 18. Jahrhundert als zentrales Instrument moderner Staatlichkeit diente — ein
Mechanismus, durch den die staatliche Autoritat ihre Burger zu disziplinieren, ideologisch zu formen, sozial zu
integrieren und — im Falle einer Bedrohung der staatlichen Souveranitat — zu mobilisieren suchte, um das Territorium
und die bestehende gesellschaftliche Ordnung zu verteidigen.

Zur besseren Kontextualisierung wird im einleitenden Abschnitt auch ein Uberblick (iber den Verlauf des Militirdienstes
vor dem Jahr 1868 geboten, etwa seit der Mitte des 17. Jahrhunderts. Der anschlieBende Teil widmet sich der
Organisation des Heeres zwischen der EinfUhrung der allgemeinen Wehrpflicht (1868) und dem Ausbruch des Ersten
Weltkriegs (1914), einschlieBlich der Transformation der persdnlichen Evidenz, insbesondere hinsichtlich der
zunehmenden Individualisierung und Erweiterung der erfassten Merkmale. In der Zeit nach dem Ersten Weltkrieg sowie
in der Zwischenkriegszeit (1918-1939) Ubernahm die tschechoslowakische Wehrmacht einige bewahrte
Verwaltungspraktiken aus der Habsburgermonarchie, darunter auch das sogenannte Stammblatt, das sowohl in den

Nach 1948 wurde der Wehrdienst vollstandig den ideologischen Anforderungen der herrschenden Kommunistischen
Partei untergeordnet.

Im Jahr 1951 wurde das Stammblatt als zentrales Dokument der Personaladministration durch ein Formular mit der
Bezeichnung Evidenzblatt ersetzt. Dieses enthielt eine Vielzahl von Angaben, die fur die Einreihung des Rekruten in die
Streitkrafte erforderlich waren, sowie detaillierte Informationen tUber den Verlauf seines Grundwehrdienstes.
Charakteristisch fur die kommunistische Regierungszeit war die umfassende Sammlung von Daten tber den
Wehrpflichtigen und dessen familidres Umfeld. Wahrend der vier Jahrzehnte dieser Herrschaft verdnderte sich das
Evidenzblatt nur marginal. Neben dem Evidenzblatt war das zweitwichtigste Dokument das sogenannte Militdrbuch,
das dem Soldaten sowohl als Ausweis als auch als Nachweis Uber seinen Militardienst diente.
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Nach dem Jahr 1989 kam es zu einer schrittweisen Verkurzung des Wehrdienstes und zu dessen Professionalisierung.
Aus verwaltungstechnischer Sicht setzte sich dabei zunachst die vor 1989 etablierte Praxis fort. Erst Anfang 1990
wurden die ideologischen Inhalte der Formulare und weiterer militdrischer Dokumente entfernt. Das Evidenzblatt blieb
bis zur Aufhebung der Wehrpflicht im Jahr 2004 das zentrale Dokument, verdnderte sich jedoch allmahlich —
insbesondere als Reaktion auf die Liberalisierung des zuvor strikt reglementierten Pflichtdienstes, wie ihn
hunderttausende Manner vor 1989 erlebt hatten.
