Povinna sluzba v armade predstavovala od konce 18. stoleti v evropskem prostoru jeden z dulezitych mechanismu fungovani modernich narodnostnich
statyu, jehoz prostrednictvim chtela vladnouci moc disciplinovat, indoktrinovat, socializovat, ale predevsim v pripade ohrozeni statni suverenity
mobilizovat sve obcany k obrane teritoria a stavajiciho spolecenskeho radu.

System, zavedeny jiz za Rakouska-Uherska (1868), odrazel nejen potreby obrany, ale take promenu politickeho a kulturniho kontextu. Zatimco ve druhe
polovme 19. stoleti byla vojenska sluzba vnimana zejmena jako nastroj statni discipliny a mobilizace mas, v prubehu 20. stoleti ziskala hlubsi vyznam
take jako prostredek formovani narodni identity.

V monarchii vojna predstavovala mocny nastr0] pro SJednocovam mnohonarodnostniho obyvatelstva, ale mela i sve stinne stranky: nucenou sluzbu
v jednotkach, kde prevladala nemcina a narodni aspirace byly potlacovany. Prvni svetova valka odhalila limity tohoto systemu — nedostatek vycvicenych
zaloh a vysoke ztraty podtrhly nutnost reformy, k niz vsak jiz nedoslo.

Vznik Ceskoslovenska v roce 1918 prinesl novou koncepci branne povinnosti. Tehdejsi armada se stala symbolem statni suverenity, prestoze denni realita
sluzby zustavala podobna jako za Rakouska-Uherska. Idea narodniho vojska ovlivnila mnoho muzu, kteri za druhe svétove valky dobrovolne vstoupili do
odboje.

Po unoru 1948 byla sluzba plne podrizena ideologickym pozadavkum vladnouci komunisticke strany. Armada se stala nastrojem kontroly i vychovy
v lidove demokratlckem zrizeni. Po roce 1989 doslo k postupnemu zkracovani vojenske sluzby a jeji profesionalizaci, ktera vyvrcholila definitivnim
zrusenim povinne vojny v roce 2004. Tato vystava zachycuje ne]ruznej31 podoby vojenske sluzby v ceskych zemich prostrednictvim reflexe promen
armadnich dokumentu uredni povahy Z ]ednothvych h1stor1c1<ych obdobi.
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Since the end of the 18th century, compulsory military service has been one of the important mechanisms of modern nation-states in Europe, through
which the ruling power sought to discipline, indoctrinate, socialize, and, in the event of a threat to state sovereignty, to mobilize its citizens to defend
the territory and the existing social order.

The system, already introduced during the Austro-Hungarian Empire (1868), reflected not only defense needs but also the changing political and cultural
context. While in the second half of the 19th century military service was perceived primarily as an instrument of state discipline and mass
mobilization, in the 20th century it also acquired a deeper meaning as a means of forming national identity.

The First World War revealed the limitations of the existing system,; the lack of trained military reserves and the high number of casualties underscored
the need for reform, which, however, did not occur. After creation of Czechoslovakia in 1918, the army became a symbol of state sovereignty, although
the daily reality of service remained similar to that of the Austro-Hungarian Empire. Then, the idea of a national army influenced many men to join
voluntarily the resistance movement during World War I

After February 1948, the service was completely subordinated to the ideological demands of the ruling Communist Party. The army became
an instrument of control and education in the peoples democratic system of government. After 1989, military service was gradually shortened and
professionalized, culminating the final abolition of compulsory military service in 2004. The exhibition presents the various forms of military service
in the Czech lands through official military documents from different historical periods.

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Mezi klicove prameny patri vojenske rady, denni rozkazy, kroniky, kmenove listy a vojenske knizky. Tyto dokumenty zachycuji detailni informace o
vycviku, sluzbe a zivotnich podminkach vojaku. Napriklad vojenske kmenove listy, vedene jiz od dob Rakouska-Uherska, obsahuji udaje o miste
narozeni, domovske prislusnosti, fyzickych a osobnostnich charakteristikach ¢i jazykovych znalostech vojaku.

Archivni prameny jsou dnes uchovavany predevsim ve Vojenskem ustrednim archivu — Vojenskem historickem archivu v Praze, dale ve Spravinim
archivu Armady CR v Olomouci. Dokumenty z obdobi Rakouska-Uherska jsou k dispozici ve Vidni. Specificke materialy, napriklad predpisy
Pohranicni straze Ci smeérnice pro statobezpecnostni proverky brancu, se nachazeji v Archivu bezpecnostnich slozek.

Regionalni rozdeleni uschovy kmenovych listu souvisi s rozdelenim Ceskoslovenska v roce 1993. Zatimco zaznamy muzu narozenych do roku 1910
se nachazeji v Praze, dokumenty pro rocniky 1911-1920 jsou uchovany v Bratislave a od rocniku 1921 pak v trnavskem archivu. Rozdeleni materialu
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odrazi historicke zmeny statnich hranic a administrativni kontinuitu vojenskych instituci.

Vyznamny zdroj informaci predstavuji take kroniky vojenskych utvaru, dokumentace mimoradnych udalosti, zaznamy z vojenskych soudu Ci
materialy vojenske prokuratury. Tyto prameny umoznuji rekonstruovat nejen kazdodenni zivot vojakuy, ale i sirsi politicke a kulturni kontexty

vojenske sluzby. S vyuzitim pestre palety téechto dokumentu tudiz vystava nabizi unikatni pohled na promeny povinne vojenske sluzby v ¢eskych
zemich v letech 1868 2004.

The typology of official documents on compulsory military service reflects the long-term continuity of the army as a “total institution”. Key sources
include military regulations, daily orders, chronicles, or individual military service records which contain information on the soldier's place of birth,
domicile, physical and personal characteristics, and language skills. These documents provide detailed information about the training, service and
living conditions of soldiers.

Today, the archival sources are mainly kept in the Central Military Archive — Military Historical Archive in Prague and in the Administrative Archive
of the Army of the Czech Republic in Olomouc. Documents from the Austro-Hungarian period are kept in Vienna. Specific materials, such as the
directives of the Border Guard are available in the Security Services Archive. The records of men born before 1910 are in Prague, the documents
from 1911-1920 are kept in Bratislava and, from the 1921 year, in the archive in Trnava. The distribution of materials reflects the historical changes
in national borders and the administrative continuity of military institutions.

Chronicles of military units, documentation of extraordinary events, records of military courts and materials of the Military Prosecutor's Office are
also important sources of information. These documents make it possible to reconstruct not only the everyday life of soldiers, but also the broader
political and cultural context of military service. Using a diverse range of these documents. The exhibition thus offers a unique insight into the
transformation of compulsory military service in the Czech lands between 1868 and 2004.

Personalni potreby stale armady zavedene v habsburske monarchii po tricetilete
valce stacil v miru kryt nabor cili verbovani. Ve valecnem stavu vsak tento zpusob

nedostacoval a ]ednothve zeme riSe musely vojsku dodavat kvoty rekrutu, ktere
obstaravaly i nucenymi odvody.

Neuspech v sedmiletée valce vyvolal potrebu silnejsi armady, ale jeji rust brzdil
neefektivni system doplnovani. Reformy statni spravy za Marie Terezie a Josefa II
proto smerovaly k lepsimu vyuziti brannych kapacit. V roce 1771 habsburske vojsko po
pruskem vzoru zridilo stale plukovni odvodni okresy a o deset let pozdeji zavedlo
novy konskripcni system zalozeny na armadou provadenem soupisu obyvatelstva.
Byt vychazel z principu, ze kazdy je povinen slouzit svemu statu ve valce, cetne
vyjimky a moznost vyplatit se ci vyslat nahradnika mely za nasledek, ze tato
povinnost padla predevsim na bedra nevzdelanych a nemajetnych spolecenskych
vrstev.

Napoleonske valky pocatkem 19. stoleti vyvolaly potrebu jeste sirsiho vyuziti lidskeho
potencialu k vojenskym ucelum. Dve organizacni novinky — zrizeni zalohy (1806—
18277) a zemebrany (1808-1852) — =zarucily, ze vs1chn1 muzi schopni vojenske sluzby
ziskali zakladni vojensky vycvik a mohli byt az do svych 40, resp. 45 let, povolani k
valecne sluzbe. Zatimco drive rozhodovali o wvyberu konkretnich odvedencu
vrchnostensti urednici, resp. obecni predaci, od roku 1827 rozhodovalo nove losovani.

Puvodné dozivotni vojenska sluzba odvedencu byla v roce 1802 zkracena u péchoty
na 10 let, v letech 1811-1845 byla sjednocena pro vsechny druhy zbrani na 14 let
Nasledne doslo k jejimu zkraceni na 8 let cinne sluzby a dva roky v zaloze, coz
pretrvalo az do zavedeni vseobecne branne povinnosti v roce 1868.

The army of the Habsburg Monarchy, established after the Thirty Years' War, was
staffed in peacetime by recruits. In wartime, however, this method was insufficient,
and the individual countries of the empire had to supply the army with quotas of
conscripts.

The failure of the Seven Years' War created the need for a stronger army, but its
growth was hampered by an inefficient recruitment system. In 1771, the Habsburg
army, following the Prussian model, established permanent regimental recruitment
districts and ten years later introduced a new conscription system based on the
army s census of the population. The numerous exemptions and the possibility of
paying off or sending a substitute man meant that in this obligation fell mainly on
the shoulders of the uneducated and the poor.

The Napoleonic Wars at the beginning of the 19th century marked the need for
an even wider use of human potential for military purposes. Two organizational
innovations — the creation of the Reserves (1806-1827) and the Landwehr
(1808-1852) — ensured that all men capable of military service received basic
military training and could be called up for military service until the age of
40 or 45. While the selection of conscripts had previously been made by
high-ranking officials or village chiefs, from 18277 the selection was made by lottery.

The original lifelong military service was reduced to 10 years for infantry in 1802
and was consolidated to 14 years for all army branches between 1811 and 1845. It
was then reduced to 8 years of active service and 2 years in the reserve, which
lasted until the introduction of universal conscription in 1868.

Porazka rakouskeho cisarstvi ve valce s Pruskem v roce 1866 vyustila v zasadni
reformu vojenskeho zrizeni. Ukazalo se, ze rakousky branny system, ktery zamerne
Setril a wvyclenoval skupiny vzdelaneho a majetneho obyvatelstva, neobstoji v
konkurenci masovych armad cerpajicich solidarne z cele spolecnosti, v nichz je kazdy
zapojen do branneho usili statu.

Na sklonku roku 1868 byl prijat zasadni zakon, jenz zavadel vseobecnou brannou
povinnost. Vsem obcanum muzskeho pohlavi ji ukladal vykonat osobne. Na rozdil od
predchozi praxe uz nebylo mozne se vyplatit nebo za sebe vyslat nahradnika. Pred
odvodni komisi musel v roce svych 20. narozenin (pozdeji 21.) predstoupit kazdy muz
bez ohledu na jmeni, urozenost nebo spolecenske postaveni.

The defeat of the Austrian Empire in the war with Prussia in 1866 led to a fundamental
reform of the military establishment. The Austrian conscription system, which
deliberately spared the educated and wealthy, proved unable to compete with mass
armies that drew on the solidarity of the entire society, in which everyone participated
in the state’s military preparedness efforts.

At the end of 1868, a fundamental law was passed introducing universal conscription.
It required all male citizens to perform military service in person. Every man,
regardless of wealth, birth or social status, had to appear before the draft board in the
year of his 20th (later 21st) birthday. If he was not conscripted, he was subject to review
in the following two years.

The number of recruits to be drafted into the army each year, known as the
conscription quota, was set by law. A commission lottery determined which branch of
the army a conscript would join. When the contingent was full, the remaining men
were assigned to the replacement reserve. Here they received no military training at
first, and then only eight or ten weeks of training, after which they returned home.

Military service lasted a total of 12 years, of which 3 years of active service were spent
in the common army, 2 years in the territorial army (Landwehr), and 4 years in the
navy,; the remaining time was spent in the reserve with the obligation to participate in
military exercises. Men with sufficient education could apply for a one-year military
training and, after passing an examination, receive the rank of reserve officer. An
amendment to the Conscription Act in 1912 reduced the active service period for
infantry to two years, but this measure was not put into practice because of the war.

The far-reaching changes in the Habsburg military establishment resulting from the adoption of the new conscription law in 1868 also affected the form of
military records. As a result of the reduction in the duration of military service and the establishment of annual conscription quotas, the frequency and
quantity of individual military service records increased significantly. It was obvious that the administrative procedure in place since the time of muster
rolls could not cope with such a burden. As early as 1869, the military administration reacted by reforming its economic and administrative system. Instead
of keeping one copy of the basic service book in the regimental accountant's office and a second control copy in the Aulic War Accountants’ Office, the
new approach was to decentralize this agenda. From now on, the basic service books were kept by companies and controlled at the regimental level by

newly created administrative commissions.

As the nature of combat changed and innovations in armament and army organization occurred, the pressure to diversify roles within the army grew. In
order to capture and utilize the conscript potential of the male population as effectively as possible, the military administration expanded the range of

characteristics monitored in its records.

The development of military records in the Monarchy during the long 19th century shows a trend towards ever greater individualization of records: from
the complete absence of any assessment of individual qualities in muster rolls, via one-word characteristics, to the brief assessments of the last decades

of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, which required officers to make at least a rudimentary effort to penetrate the personality of a subordinate soldier.

Education and professional
specialization were essential factors for assignment to the unit, and nationality
or native language also played an important role in comparison to peacetime
service in the Austro-Hungarian era. The last conscripts were drafted on
March 1, 1939, two weeks before the German occupation.

After the restoration of independent Czechoslovakia, conscription began
almost immediately. Conscripts who could not be trained during the war years
entered the 5-month training, which in the interwar period was intended only
for supernumeraries. Otherwise, two vyears of full-time service was
maintained.

The Czechoslovak interwar conscription authority adopted from the defunct Austro-Hungarian army, among other things, the best administrative
procedures of the time, the method of registration of military personnel, including the basic official document, the individual military service record
(kmenovy list). The first forms of the document in the Czechoslovak Republic did not differ from their predecessors from the Austro-Hungarian period
except for the language used (Czech instead of German). However, as a result of wartime experience and the changing needs of conscription authorities,

the forms gradually underwent certain changes.

In 1920, a new form was introduced, officially called "Kmenovy list' for the first time. Five years later, the document was slightly modified in connection
with the introduction of Reqgulation B-I1X-1. With a few minor changes, it continued in this form until the end of the interwar republic in 1939, and it was
also used after the restoration in 1945. A number of elements from the individual military
document, were applied to the personnel records of the Czechoslovak Foreign Army

Po dlouhé obdobi zustavala zakladni sluzba pro vetsinu povolancu dvouleta. Pocatkem 50. let podlehala vetsina v-ysokoskolaku podle
sovetskeho vzoru vojenske priprave behem studia a nasledne rocni sluzbe. Absolventi meli jako dustojnici v zaloze na nizsich funkcich
doplnovat dustojnicky sbor. Branné povinnosti podléhali vsichni obc¢ane ve véku 17 az 60 let. K odvodu museli muzi od 18 let.

Napeti mezi omezenymi ekonomickymi a populacnimi moznostmi statu a mezi vysokymi pozadavky armady i veleni Varsavske smlouvy si
vynucovalo kompromisy. Cast brancu mohla vykonavat nahradni petimesicni sluzbu a zbywvajici cast (19 mesicu) odpracovat v klicovych
odvetvich narodniho hospodarstvi. Presto byvalo odvedeno az 85 % brancu, vcetné tech s narusenym fyzickym ci psychickym zdravim,
zavislostmi ¢i trestni minulosti. Moznost vyhnout se vojenske sluzbé byla prakticky nemozna. Vedlo to k riskantnim pokusum ziskat tzv.
modrou knizku i za cenu ohrozovani vlastniho zdravi ci riskovani trestnéprévniho postihu.

Dlouhe obdobi bylo charakteristicke i sovetizaci vojenske sluzby. Rada vojenskych predplsu se prebirala nebo prlzpusobovala sovetskemu
vzoru.

For a long time, basic military service generally lasted two years. In the early 1950s, most university students underwent military training
during their studies, followed by one year of service. Graduates were expected to fill junior positions in the officer corps. All citizens between
the ages of 17 and 60 were subject to conscription. Men had to be at least 18 years old to be conscripted.

The tension between limited economic and population resources and the high demands of the army and the Warsaw Pact command forced

compromises. Some of the conscripts were allowed to perform 5 months of alternative service and the rest of the 19 months to work in key

sectors of the national economy. Nevertheless, up to 85% of conscripts were drafted, including those with impaired physical or mental health,

addictions, or criminal records. The chance of avoiding military service was virtually impossible. This led to risky attempts to obtain the so-
called Blue Book (exemption from service), even at the cost of endangering one's health or risking criminal prosecution.

The long period was also characterized by the "sovietization™ of military service. Typical was the increased emphasis on political reliability and
the careful selection of recruits. The political leadership also promised that basic military service in the isolation of the barracks would provide
the opportunity for long-term, intensive political activity. The competitive system was also utilitarian in nature and adapted to the desire for
positive political influence. However, the reality of military service corresponded to the state of society. As a rule, conscripts did not become
more politically mature; rather, the desire to survive as easily as possible prevailed.

Mezi dokumenty jmenovité evidence se je$té uvadéla i sluzebné politicka charakteristika. Slo o posudek, ktery na vojaka zpracovaval nadfizeny
predevsim pri propousteni z vojenske sluzby do zalohy.

V dobe VOJenske sluzby vyuzwall vo_]ac1 1 propustkovou knizku k zaznamenavani povolem k opusteni ubytovaciho prostoru. S obdobim zvyseneho dohledu
souvisely take podpisy ruznych pouceni o potrebe bdelosti a utajovani informaci o armade.

S vojenskou sluzbou souvisela mimo jine rada dotazniku a evidencnich listu brancu, kterée mely pomahat vojenske sprave k politickemu provereni a
optlmalmmu zarazeni brancu do ozbrojenych sil.

Beginning in the early 1950s, the ‘registration sheet” (evidencni list) supplanted the prevailing “individual military service record” (kmenovy list). During
the 1950s, this document underwent a progressive simplification. The sheet, in the form of a double-sided A4 green card, contained a number of data
necessary for the conscript's enlistment in the armed forces, as well as a number of data documenting the course of his basic service. The period of
communist rule was characterized by an emphasis on the extensive collection of data on the conscript and his family. For forty years, this registration

document remained relatively unchanged.

Alongside the registration form, the "military book™ (vojenska knizka) emerged as the second most important document. It served the soldiers as a kind
of identity card, but also as a record of their military service. Furthermore, a superior was responsible for preparing the service and political mark for a
soldier, a task that was especially pertinent when the soldier was discharged from military service to the reserve. During their military service, soldiers
also used the military book to record permission to leave the barracks. The given period of increased surveillance was characterized by wvarious
instructions on the need for vigilance and secrecy of information, which the soldiers were required to sign.

Military service was associated with a number of questionnaires and record sheets intended to facilitate political verification and optimal assignment of
enlisted men to the armed forces. One document that stands out from this group is a questionnaire from 1950, which was used to determine political

unreliability.

At the time of the Velvet Revolution and the
collapse of Czechoslovakia (1989-1992)

S koncem studene valky a s rozpadem vychodniho bloku dostala zcela novy naboj take problematika povinne vojenske sluzby. Jiz v case sametove
revoluce byl slysitelny hlas VO]aku zakladni sluzby, studentu, ¢i mladsich vojaku z povolani po demokratizaci pomeru v armade, ktera by sluzbu
priblizila pomerum ve vyspelych zapadnich demokraciich. Volani po zmenach bylo vyslyseno predevsim ve zkraceni delky povinne vojny pro vojaky
nastoupivsi od dubna 1990 na 18 mesmu a jako alternativa byla v breznu 1990 zrizena moznost nastoupit civilni sluzbu, na kterou mohli nastoupit mladi
muzi, kteri z nabozenskych duvodu, ¢i z duvodu vlastniho svedomi a presvedceni odmitali slouzit se zbrani v ruce. V souladu s nove vydanou literou
zakona o civilni sluzbe pak délka teto povinnosti ¢inila jeden a pul nasobek aktualni délky trvani zakladni vojenske sluzby.

S blizicim se koncem existence spolecneho ceskoslovenskeho statu se zvysovala sance, ze dotycny bude vykonavat sluzbu blize ke svemu domovu.
Ubyvalo tak pripadu dlouhodobé uplatniovane praxe sluzby na opacnem konci republiky.

Odvody sice bezely i ve zmenene spolecenske atmosfere rutinne nadale, ovsem s nabytym sebevedomim obc¢anu vucdi statu a s novymi moznostmi
(napr. civilni sluzbou) jiz nebyl nastup na vojnu a jeji vykon vniman radou muzu jako krok pro jejich zivotni drahu fatalni. Z hlediska vojenske
administrativy v podstate pokracovala predlistopadova praxe. Na zacatku roku 1990 byl pouze depolitizovan obsah formularu a dalsich dokumentu.

With the end of the Cold War and the collapse of the Eastern Bloc, the issue of conscription took on a whole new dimension. The call for change
was heeded primarily in the reduction of the length of compulsory military service to 18 months for conscripts enlisting after April 1990. As an
alternative, the possibility of civilian service was introduced in March 1990, open to young men who, for religious reasons or reasons of conscience
and conviction, refused to serve with arms in their hands (the duration of this obligation was 1,5 times the actual duration of basic military service).

In retrospect, these were only intermediate steps, since at the beginning of the 1990s conscription issues were certainly not among the priorities of
most of the new political elites, nor of the majority of society. In addition to shortening the period of compulsory military service, the practice of
actual service was democratized, ending the long-standing privileges of certain groups of the population (e.g. university graduates). As the end of

the unified Czechoslovak state approached, the possibility of serving closer to home increased. The number of cases of the long-standing practice
of serving at the 'other end’ of the republic decreased.

Conscription continued to be routine in the changed social atmosphere, but as citizens became more self-confident about the state and as new
opportunities (e.g., civilian service) became available, enlistment and service in the army was no longer perceived by many men as a fatal step in

their life course. In terms of military administration, the pre-1989 practice essentially continued. In the early 1990s, only the content of forms and other
documents was depoliticized.

Evidencni list, skladove cislo 86/E ve forme jednoho oboustranneho listu A4 zustal v uzivani do roku 1999. Vojenske evidenci tato forma zjevne
postacovala, protoze se behem nasledujicich let aktualizoval jen v male mire. Na starsich typech evidencnich listu zustavaly od roku 1990 nevyplnene ci
fixou preskrtnute udaje, ktere se vztahovaly k predlistopadovemu JSridnimu” vidéni brancu a vojaku, politizaci jejich kariery a pojimani jejich posuzovane
spolehlivosti a loajality vuci rezimu. Tyto charakteristiky nasledné po sametove revoluci pozbyly sveho vyznamu.

Z dochovanych evidencnich listu je take patrne, ze zastupci vojenske spravy z pragmatickych duvodu vybrane rubriky vypisovali pouze obycejnou tuzkou.
U nekterych casti obsahu se totiz predpokladalo, ze se budou udaje v prubéhu c¢asu menit a bude tedy nutne je aktualizovat. Typicky se jednalo o udaje
o rodinnem stavu a poctu deti, o dosazenem vzdelani a nove nabytych akademickych titulech, zamestnani, trvalem c¢i prechodnem bydlisti, nebo take o
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nejblizsich pribuznych.

The registration sheet (evidencni list) number 86/E, in the form of a simple double-sided A4 sheet, remained in use until 1999. Apparently, this form was

sufficient for the military records, as it was only marginally updated in the followmg years. On the older typ

es of record sheets, blank or crossed-out data

remained from 1990 onwards, which related to the assessment of the "class’ origin of conscripts and soldiers before 1989, the politicization of their careers,
and the perception of their reliability and loyalty to the regime.

It is also evident from the surviving registration sheets that, for pragmatic reasons, representatives of the military administration wrote out selected
sections in ordinary pencil only, on the assumption that the data would change over time and would therefore need to be updated. Typically, this included
information on marital status and the number of children, the closest relatives, education and academic degrees, employment, and permanent or

temporary residence.

The content of the registration lists before 1989 was very similar. In fact, the course of service of the vast majority of soldiers did not differ much. Since
1990, however, there has been a clear decrease in the pressure to fill up the numbers and the growing influence of the humanization of military service.
The documentation thus shows an increase in the number of deferments for study reasons, transfers to civilian service, and temporary and permanent
medical disabilities. It is also clear from the content of the registration lists that during the period of reduced military service, soldiers had much greater
opportunities for holidays and visits home. At the same time, these changes placed greater demands on the administration of the military administration.

With the final transition to the "post-Cold War" era, Czechoslovakia ceased to exist,
and the independent Czech Republic was established, and with it the Czech Army. As
part of the ongoing democratic transformation, personnel changes and redistribution
of the armed forces took place. All these processes were reflected in the everyday
reality of conscription. The majority of political representatives were focused on
solving pressing economic, social, and foreign policy issues, so they did not consider
conscription a priority. Society itself did not know what place an army based on
conscription should have in the new democratic conditions.

While conscription remained an established ritual in the lives of most teenage males,
the number of recruits declined steadily over the decade. Similarly, the number of
conscripts entering the service declined, and the completion of various forms of
alternative civilian service became the experience of the majority. For example, in
1993, 52,839 conscripts were called up for service, and in 2003, only 10,607.

In line with the Czech Republic's entry into Euro-Atlantic structures (in particular,
NATO in March 1999) and the plan to professionalize the army, the idea of creating a
‘pocket army’ suitable for foreign missions and specialized combat gradually gained
ground. It was the imaginary death knell for the concept of conscription and the
institution of compulsory military service, which had existed for more than a century.

Indeed, at the turn of the millennium, few would have imagined that massive warfare
and regular interstate conflict would not only occur in Central Europe but would even
come close to making the idea of preparing and forming a 'nation in arms’ relevant

Navzdory slabnoucimu zajmu o branne otazky v ocich politickych elit i verejnosti vojenska sprava v souvislosti se zmenami legislativy v roce 1999
inovovala dosavadni evidencni list, ktery nove nesl skladove cislo 86/E-ACR 99, opetovne ve forme oboustranneho listu A4.

Odpolitizovani, zcivilneni a soustredeni pouze na karierni vykon sluzby je patrne i z restrukturovani rubrik tohoto formulare, ktere se svymi udaji dodnes
pro prlpady krajni nouze (a stavu ohrozeni statu) spocivaji v plechovych, omselych, le¢c bedlive opatrovanych vojenskych kartotekach (zpravidla na

jednotlivych Krajskych vojenskych velitelstvich).

Vzhledem k elektronizaci vojenskych spravnich agend je minimalne cast udaju o brancich a nekdejsich vojacich, kteri prodelali zakladni vojenskou sluzbu,
paralelne uchovavana v elektronicke podobe v ramci armadnich informacnich systemu a databazi. I do oblasti militarni evidence se tak promitl
technologicky pokrok prelomu 20. a 21. stoleti, se vsemi svymi prednostmi (prenosnost, propojenost, komplexnost..) i limity (nutnost pripojeni k siti, naroky
na elektrickou energii a obsluhu apod.).

S klesajici armadni poptavkou po brancich v prubehu dekady take znatelne poklesl pocet mladych muzu povolavanych k odvodum: zatimco v roce 1993
jich bylo tesne nad 90 tisic, v roce 1999 to jiz bylo pouze 72 tisic a v roce 2003 pak bylo rozeslano jen necelych 70 tisic pozvanek k odvodnimu rizeni.
V soucasnosti se v souladu s platnou brannou legislativou CR odvodni rizeni mohou zacit provadet teprve v okamziku vyhlaseni stavu ohrozeni statu (ci

valecneho stavu).

Despite the declining interest of the political elite and the public in the issue of conscription, the military administration, in connection with the 1999
legislation changes, redesigned the existing registration sheet (no. 86/E-ACR 99), again in the form of a double-sided A4 blank. The depoliticization and
the focus solely on the professional performance of the service are also evident in the restructuring of this form, which to this day contain data for cases
of extreme emergency (and threats to the state) and are stored in metal, worn-out, but carefully guarded military filing cabinets.

At least part of the data on conscripts and former soldiers who have completed their basic military service is stored in parallel in electronic form within
the army's information systems. The technological advances of the 20th and 2Ist centuries, with all their advantages (portability, interconnectivity,
complexity, etc.) and limitations (need for networking, power and service requirements, etc), have thus been retlected in the field of military records.
Generations of time-proven paper are giving way to their virtual successors, programmed on the basis of zeros and ones.

As the military's demand for conscripts has declined over the decade, the number of young men called up for conscription has also dropped noticeably:
from over 90,000 in 1993, the number of draft notices sent out dropped to 72,000 in 1999 and just under 70,000 in 2003. Currently, conscription procedures
can only be initiated upon the declaration of a state of national emergency (or a state of war), according to current legislation. At present, according to
the defense legislation of the Czech Republic, conscription procedures can begin only at the moment of declaring a threat to the state (or a state of war).
